These tests, which run automatically at deployment time, read test data from excel files and verify the application services functionalities. Other tasks included the development of a new separated module of the J2EE application to load business data from a spreadsheet file into the application database via the application service layer. Within this task I worked through the whole architecture of the project, from the Struts framework of the user interface to the EJB middle tier and the Hibernate persistence service to access the Sybase database.
