All of the following projects have been implemented free of charge and using free software.
· Digitalright

Digitalright is the organization under which I do the different projects. Although the organization and the web site have never become as public and effective as I would like, the web site is still a good example of a highly interactive data driven application. Registered users are entitled to enter information in many sections of the web site. The “owner” of the information will always be able to modify the information that he or she has entered. The administrator is always able to modify or delete any information of the web site directly from the same user interface.

The explanation of several sections and the mission statement illustrate principles and ideas that I consider still very valid and that I keep pursuing. The web site hosts also several mailing lists to keep in touch with people interested in the project.

· New Jersey Junior Achievement Bowlathon web application (2009)
Junior Achievement is a large international organization focused on business education for young students. In the USA the various state chapters main yearly event is the Bowlathon (a bowling contest to raise funds and build team spirit). I was contacted by a couple of NJ Junior Achievement board members to first support and then rewrite the Junior Achievement web application used to manage their bowlathon event. The version to support was built with RubyOnRails, the latest version with Java technologies. The application allows JA personnel and participant companies’ coordinators to set up the teams and handle the donations.

· Mano a Mano Order Management System (2008)
Mano a Mano is a not-for-profit organization based in Cochabamba, Bolivia. They handle foreign donations of medical supply to be distributed to the local population. Their warehouse large supplies were inefficiently inventory using simple spreadsheet and there wasn’t a system to consistently track the merchandise leaving the warehouse. I have implemented a relational database with a web interface that allows registered users to enter new supply in the inventory and create orders to beneficiaries. The site is completely bilingual (by a setting). The final release is not deployed yet, a demo is available at http://www.giovannisce.net/mm (use username su, password su).

· MADRE Access database (2007)
Implemented a new dynamic query interface that allows MADRE personnel to easily query their existing database of foundations and projects. The enhanced Access interface allows for the generation of Excel spreadsheet with the result of the query. This will allows to consolidate more data into a unique database and discontinue the manual tedious update of multiple spreadsheets.

The database is used internally, at this moment MADRE personnel did not ask for an online version.
